Early in our set up, another cottage industry, Sundara Yarn, now Sundara Inc, offered us a processing opportunity.
Due to our untamed enthusiasm we accepted and from November 2007 when Sundara Yarn was just 2 years young we began processing her yarn internet-ready.
We processed Thursday through Monday, reskeining each skein of yarn on wheels built by another cottage industry in Idaho and then later on Barton, Vermont. 
There were eight local people at any one time involved in the processing on a weekly rotation, the interaction and activity kept the Co-op buzzing financially and emotionally. 
We worked as a support group for one another and learned a lot about problem solving.
